Special Licences arc granted by the Archbishop of
Canterbury, through the Faculty Office, Doctor's Com-
mons.

In
order to avold fraud, it is enacted that * before any licence
be granted, oue of the parties shall make a declaration, on
oath, that there is no legal impediment to the: hm::lnded

Her usual place of abode, for the space of 15 days ime
mediately preceding the issuing of the licence, within the
boundary assigned tn the parish church or the district
parish in the church of which the marriage is to be
solemnized.”
